VI. Discussion Topic: Plans to open our libraries back up

SCS is going to use colored paper to count people in the building. HTL has purchased cheap stylus for patrons to use copier. SLC will not buy any more thermometers as the county is providing businesses with reopening kits that include a thermometer, face shields and masks. Member libraries provided information about their reopening plans, which are listed below in the announcements/concerns section.
VII. Member libraries’ announcements/concerns
ARM – Open to the public. Patrons have access to one PC and can browse the collections.

CHE – Started curbside service on Monday with the use of a table.

CLL – Open to the public. Patrons can just pick up holds.

FRA – Curbside service started Tuesday and it is going well. Providing black & white copies/printing up to five pages free.
HPW – Starting curbside next Monday.

HTL – Started curbside service Monday, busy phones. Patrons can email print jobs and send/receive faxes in person. Will be opening the building next Monday.

LEN – Curbside service started Tuesday. Five free black & white copies will be available starting next week.

LWM – Curbside service started Tuesday. People are asking to come into the building.

MPL – Starting curbside service next Monday. There will be a partial opening of the building June 22nd. They are starting a building project at the end of June, so there will be no public computers 

MTC – Parking lot was sealed and painted this week. Staff started back yesterday. Curbside service will start Monday and also black & white printing up to 10 pages free. Going to be at a census event. Working on renovating the children’s area.

RAY – Curbside service started Tuesday, mid-next week going to open the building (4 patrons + 2 staff)

ROG – Started curbside today with a line all day. Getting the community rock, to be installed south of the the main driveway.
SBL – Curbside started Wednesday, over 100 residents participated the first day.

SCS – Started curbside service Monday. Opening the building to the public next Monday 9am – 5pm.

SHL – Starting curbside service next Monday. Public PC usage starts June 29th.

TPL – Checking in thousands of items and shelving them. Starting limited curbside service next Monday.
UPL – Started curbside service Tuesday. Called patrons ahead to explain the process. Worried about bathroom usage from park/trail users when building is open.

WPL – Started curbside service Monday, only the WCV branch is open. Will open the building to the public the beginning of July – 22 PCs will be available, there will be a security guard and there will be no lounging furniture available. Most of the staff are furloughed.
