A. Advocacy – Everyone
Larry Neal received a call from Michigan State Senator Paul Wojno inviting him to a ceremonial bill signing by Governor Whitmer. Lorena McDowell has attended a census training workshop. Tammy will also be attending a census workshop at the Bloomfield Library in September. Michigan Library Association has a new director, Deborah Mikula.

B. Discussion Topic: GoLibraryCard program

Tammy distributed a roll out plan for the GoLibraryCard Discount Prograrm. A logo was created and window clings will be ordered. Chris is working to develop a website. Dale would like the libraries to suggest some local restaurants in their service area that he can approach to get discounts for when patron’s show their library card. The directors at today’s meeting were able to give Tammy a list of restaurants to forward to Dale. One of the libraries asked if there would be a problem if a library from outside the Cooperative used their library card to get a discount from a restaurant participating in the GoLibraryCard program or would this program be available to SLC member libraries only. When this program is operational, the Cooperative will create a press release, and member libraries will be able to have a link to the program on their library’s website. The directors also asked if Dale can concentrate on getting discounts from local businesses and not on programming.
C. Update: SLC Internship program

The Cooperative has hired an intern, Rachel Smith from St. Clair Shores. She will be starting after Labor Day. Libraries participating at this time are: Roseville, Mount Clemens, Fraser, Troy, Warren and the Cooperative.

CMM: The Mount Clemens Rotary gave the Cooperative $6,000 towards our Early Literacy program. The new North Branch Library is still waiting for a building permit. The Township has agreed to pay for all road updates. 

FRA: The separation from the city is complete. The only issue left is control/ownership of the library building.

HTL: The library now has plans in place for renovating the library. They will be getting new carpeting, furnishings and painting of the inside and outside of the building. The library will be closed for the renovations. Does anyone have pallet movers the library can borrow?

LWM: The children’s librarian is retiring and the job description needs to be updated regarding educational requirements - MLS degree, BA Education or related subjects, early literacy training?

ROG: The library will be renovating the Adult and Teen areas. The city is looking to redevelop some property into a community area, and library is interested in having a presence as another local branch at this location.

SBL: There will be a bid opening for the new library on September 28th. The library will be posting for a Full Time LTA soon. 

SHL: The proposed date for the start of the library renovations is this December.
