The 


Suburban Library Cooperative currently has three checking accounts at one bank 


grouped together under the Cooperative’s Tax ID (General Fund, Proprietary 

Fund and Macomb Literacy Partners) that total more than what the FDIC insurance will cover.



Pasternak made a motion to move the Proprietary Fund checking account to 




another bank, to stay within the limits of the new FDIC limits to be fully 




insured. The motion was supported by Larrew. Motion Carried. 




Pasternak made a motion to assist Macomb Literacy Partners to establish a 


separate checking account, apart from the Suburban Library Cooperative, using 




the Macomb Literacy Partners name and Tax ID number. The motion was supported by Ehrke. Motion Carried.
