      The new director at the Ray Township Library has resigned to take a position at the Troy 


      Public Library. Clinton-Macomb Library is having a Taste of the Town fundraiser May 3rd. 



      They also have a millage proposal on the August ballot and are selling bonds for the new 

South Branch Library. CMPL staff received a report from a customer about bugs in a book. The item was quarantined and analyzed by a professional and determined to contain bed bugs. The item was then treated with SLC's hot box. Upon further research the source of the problem was traced to a previous borrower. All items that had been checked out by the problem customer were treated and the customer's borrowing privileges have been suspended until proof of treatment has been provided. Customers who had subsequently checked out items previously borrowed by the problem customer were notified by phone or letter. Deliveries to other libraries were halted immediately until the extent of the problem was known. A preliminary scan of potential problem areas including four rooms with 50,000 used book sale items tested negative for bed bugs. A follow-up scan of the entire building was completed and again no evidence of bed bugs was found other than in the test vials used to confirm the accuracy of the tests.
