Tammy spoke with the Cooperative’s attorney and he created a draft letter to send to this individual, asking that he acknowledge that the photographs came from the Suburban Library Cooperative Digital Archive. Black made a motion to send the letter drafted by the Cooperative’s attorney, as approved by the Suburban Library Cooperative Advisory Council. The motion was supported by Bell. Motion Carried.

VII.      Information Items
A. Director’s Report
Tammy distributed the MLA Advocacy Report. A permanent injunction was signed by a federal judge in U.S. District Court that makes a portion of PA 269/SB 571 unenforceable. Libraries are now free to educate and inform voters about upcoming millage elections. There is legislation in committee about the taxing of big box stores and exempting libraries from TIFA/DDA’s under certain conditions. There is also some concern among libraries about Personal Property Tax reimbursements. There are changes to overtime rules that will require overtime pay for individuals making $50,440 or less per year.
Tammy attended a productive meeting of Cooperative Directors in Gaylord.
