V.           Member Library Concerns

E. SLC Auditor Selection
The Cooperative received four proposals from our Audit RFP. They were from: Gabridge & Company, Buss & Company, Andrews Hooper Pavlik PLC and Maner Costerisan. Tammy distributed the proposals and created a spreadsheet rating the four companies. The two firms with the best ratings were Maner Costerisan and Andrews Hooper Pavlik PLC. Pasternak made a motion to have Tammy call the references from both auditing firms, and if all things are equal, to offer the contract to Maner Costerisan, after some clarification of wording in their proposal. The motion was supported by Todorovich. Motion Carried.

A. Director’s Report
Tammy distributed the advocacy section of the MLA newsletter. Larry Neal was present when Governor Whitmer signed the bill giving libraries protection when providing Narcan to an overdosing patron. State Aid funding should remain the same as proposed in the House and Senate budgets. Libraries are encouraged to invite legislators to visit and let them see the value libraries provide to their community. The Cooperative did not receive the LSTA grant, however, Edward Wollmann, our grant writer, is confident he can find other funding sources for the program.
