D. Standards & Policies Committee Recommendations
1. Reciprocal Borrowing Policy Revision

The Standards & Policies Committee recommends removing the line “Library materials borrowed at one participating library may be returned to any other participating library.” The committee also recommends changing the MelCat Borrowing/Lending Policy to read “All materials outside the Suburban Library Cooperative must be picked up and returned at the home library where the library card was issued.” Doege made a motion to recommend the changes to the Reciprocal Borrowing Policy to the Suburban Library Cooperative Board. The motion was supported by Kammer. Motion Carried.
E. Personnel Committee Recommendations

1. 2013/14 Salary Schedule

The Suburban Library Cooperative staff has not had a salary increase since 2008. The Personnel Committee recommends a 2% raise for those employees not at the top of their salary range and 1.4% Cost of Living check for employees at the top of their salary range. There will be no changes to the salary ranges. Sterling made a motion to approve the 2013/14 Salary Schedule to the Suburban Library Cooperative Board. The motion was supported by Doege. Motion Carried.
