February 11, 2016

A. Automation System

A tentative date for the next Sirsi Symphony upgrade is March 24. iPad Project – iPads, kiosks and 

licenses (MaaS360) have been ordered. The Cooperative has received 2 iPads, the rest are on 


backorder. The kiosks have arrived and should be in delivery this week. 
B. Shared Technology Committee Recommendations
1. 2016/17 Staff User Fee Rate

Lusardi made a motion to recommend to the Suburban Library Cooperative Board an increase in Staff User fees for the fiscal year 2016/17 by $100, to $5,600 per year/$1,400 per quarter per user. The motion was supported by Thomas. Motion Carried.

2. Updating Cataloging Records in OCLC

McDowell made a motion to begin adding and deleting holdings from the Shared System to OCLC for a one-time set up fee of $380. The motion was supported by Lusardi. Motion Carried.

A. Advocacy – Everyone

A federal judge has issued an injuction against PA269/SB571 on the grounds that it interferes with 

freedom of speech. MLA is involved in discussions with local legislators regarding revisions and/or 
language adjustments of this law. Larry Neal and Joe Hamlin testified before Congress about exempting libraries from TIFFA and DDA’s under certain conditions. MLA’s annual conference will be in Lansing this year.

Thank you to the Clinton-Macomb Public Library for hosting the Advisory Council meeting.
ARM – Had questions about MeL options for patron’s to be able to pick up MeL books from any library that participates in this service. Libraries can opt in if they want to provide this service, otherwise patrons will have to pick up their items at their home library. Tammy will look for an email regarding this.
CHE – Received a grant last fall from the Metro Detroit Book and Author Society to create book group kits. The young adult librarian wrote and received a grant from YALSA and Dollar General for teen books. Looking into possibly remodeling the library.

CMM – Will be launching a new website in early March. Taste of the Town fundraiser is April 22. The ConnectEd Project has been completed with the Chippewa Valley Schools. Starting to work with the Clintondale Schools next and Lanse Creuse Schools have also expressed an interest. Lanse Creuse Schools will be a test case, because this program would involve multiple SLC member libraries. Hired a security guard for the South Branch Library. The library has become a certified Family Place Library.

FRA – Downton Abbey fundraiser went well. Working on new website. Had a question about issues accessing Zinio, staff and patrons having problems with the service. Is remote access for issuing library cards available yet – Blue Cloud Circ – still in the testing phase. If Workflows on a laptop, can use this via Wi-Fi to issue cards. Does anyone have policies regarding asking malodorous persons to leave the library? Most have a policy regarding this in their rules of behavior or code of conduct.
