June 9, 2011
I. The meeting was called to order by Turgeon at 9:33 a.m. at the Warren Civic Center Library.

II. Approval of the Agenda. 
Orlando moved to approve the Agenda, supported by Smith. Motion Carried.
III. Approval of the Minutes.
Henderstein moved to approve the May 12, 2011 minutes, supported by Slivka. Motion Carried.
IV. Suburban Library Cooperative Business
A. Automation

Installation of the replacement PCs are almost complete. Amy will send out patron purge notices next week. 
Suburban Library Cooperative legal council recommends, as part of the signed agreement that we are designated agents of each other’s libraries and will abide by the terms of the Library Privacy Act 455 of 1982, patrons should somehow be told about possible sharing of personal information in the shared system. The wording would have to be different for libraries not in the shared system (CMM and TPL). This will be discussed in more detail at the August Advisory Council meeting.

B. Delivery Committee Recommendation
The Delivery Committee recommends signing a contract with the current delivery vendor, City Wheels, for October 1, 2011 through September 30, 2013. A draft contract was prepared to present to the Suburban Library Cooperative Board. The draft contract includes in increase of $0.25 per stop costs to $13.10 per stop and a fuel surcharge at $5.00/gallon of fuel, the same as Pro Med, the state’s contractor. Slivka made a motion to recommend the City Wheels Draft Contract to the Suburban Library Cooperative Board for approval, seconded by Graham. Motion Carried.
C. Standards & Policies Committee Recommendation
The Standards & Policies Committee recommends that the ILL policy remain the same and not allow for exceptions. SLC will run reports that list items not in compliance on a quarterly basis. Orlando made a motion to approve the Standards & Policies Committee recommendations, seconded by Smith. Motion Carried.

A. MLA Advocacy: Everyone!
The senator from White Lake and the representative from Novi were at the DSLRT meeting to discuss library funding. 

Last year Sterling Heights Library partnered with local businesses during National Library Card Month. Businesses offered discounts to people who had a Sterling Heights library card. SLC could coordinate with libraries and businesses via a press release and send forms to businesses if all SLC libraries would participate. SLC would also send forms to libraries to send to their local business contacts. Libraries indicated they were interested. SLC will send out the forms and a copy of the press release to solicit businesses.

Mr. St. Mary spoke about the program LibrariUS. As part of the Public Insight Network and a way to promote libraries the tag or link can be added to a library’s website “How are you using the library?” Anyone can then click on the tag and tell what they are doing or what they think about libraries. The information will be used to develop ways to promote libraries. This could be a good tie in with the geekthelibrary campaign. Tammy will send an email to directors to see if we will do this coop wide or just on an individual library basis.
