May 10, 2018

II. Approval of the Agenda. 

Doege made a motion to approve the agenda, supported by Ester. Motion Carried.

III. Approval of the Minutes.

DeMeulenaere made a motion to approve the April 12, 2018 minutes, supported by Sterling. Motion Carried.
IV. Guest Speaker: Dale Jaslove, Emagine Theaters
Dale Jaslove introduced himself and then spoke about the company of Emagine Entertainment and how they are a very community driven organization. He also spoke about a program he is currently working with the Shelby Township and Fraser Libraries. On Wednesdays thru the end of this year, library card patrons can get a movie ticket and a small popcorn for $8 when they show their library card at certain Emagine Theaters. Some other programs the theater can offer is room reservations for book clubs, staff gatherings, fundraisers, etc. The thoughts were to offer the $8 movie and small popcorn program to all library card holders of SLC member libraries. Each library that wants to participate needs to contact Dale directly, but we are hoping that everyone will choose Wednesdays so that Emagine employees will know that Wednesday is a library card day.
V. Suburban Library Cooperative Business

A. Automation System

Will be doing a system upgrade next week Thursday night. Chris has pricing for this year’s computer order   but not for all the peripherals. This year’s base model will be a Dell OptiPlex 7060 w/19’ monitor for $885. A Dell Micro with monitor and stand will cost $930 and a Dell all in one unit will cost $1,200. This year’s base unit will not be available for purchase until May 22. The other computers (Dell Micro and Dell All in One) may be purchased now.
B. Shared Technology Committee Recommendations

1. 2018/19 Shared System Fee
Sterling made a motion to approve the 2018/19 Shared System Fee, based on the new formula approved by the Suburban Library Cooperative Board. The motion was supported by Madson. Motion Carried.
2. Acquisitions/Serials Custom Report Hours Project
Smith made a motion to approve using ten of it’s remaining 16 custom report hours as recommended by the Shared Technology Committee. The motion was supported by Hames. Motion Carried.

3. Purchase MobileApp
Hames made a motion to recommend the purchase of the SirsiDynix BlueCloud Mobile product for the Shared System Libraries for a total cost of $36,756, to the Surburban Library Cooperative Board. The motion was supported by Orlando. Motion Carried.

A. Advocacy – Everyone
Larry Neal just returned from Washington DC for National Library Legislative Day. Tammy and Elizabeth Madson attended ALA’s Advocacy Bootcamp. The next DSLRT meeting will be May 18th at the Oxford Library.

B. Discussion Topic: Behavior Policies
      
Cell phones in the library was the main topic of discussion. Sterling Heights Library has cell phone zones, 
where it is okay to talk on a cell phone. Other libraries usually don’t address patrons on cell phones unless the person is bothering/distracting other patrons. Most of the libraries have Patron Behavior policies posted, but they don’t have to legally. Harrrison Township Libray is looking into a sound management system that emits white noise. They received  a quote from Cambridge Sound Management and is presenting it at their next library board meeting. Careful phrasing of policies, can prevent problems later on. One of the biggest complaints libraries are getting is the noise. Discussion Topic suggestion for next meeting was the Unattended Children Policy.
VII. Member Libraries’ Announcements/Concerns

Thank you to the Harrison Township Public Library for providing refreshments for today’s meeting.
ARM – Talking to St Clair County Library about joining the MILibraryCard program. New shelving for the Carnegie Library is expected to arrive the beginning of June. Materials stored at the library for the Historical Society have been removed. Getting ready for Summer Reading.
CHE – Had a new phone system installed. Received a new printer/copier for the Print Release Station that will accept credit cards. Cindy Hunter Morgan, author of Harborless, part of the Michigan Notable Book Tour will be at the library tonight. Starting planning for the libraries 25th anniversary in 2019.
CLL – Representative Patrick Green presented a special tribute for the library’s 25th anniversary. The Friends group had a booksale/bakesale/craftsale and earnded over $1,100. The city is thinking about combining the Rec. Center and Library in one building.
CMM – Absent
EPL –  Budget meeting went well. The library board and staff are working on a survey about the library and library services.

FRA – Library is now selling cold bottled water and will allow covered drinks in the library. Have a new reference desk in the childrens room. Library board is now complete. Starting a new tool library and getting a new processing station. The city is looking to levy 9 mil increase in taxes. Has information about book repair workshop. R & O Recycling will pay by the pound for discarded books/magazines. Does anyone use Ploud for their library’s website? (ARM, HPW)
HPW – Meeting with Tim Gleisner from the Library of Michigan about archives and other historical materials stored in the Heritage room. The Friends had a booksale the weekend of the power outages, it did not do well. They will reschedule for sometime this fall. Kristen attended a fundraising program. Any directors going to the MLA Directors Summit – June 1st?

HTL – working on library updates and building improvements. Received a new bookdrop. Using volunteers to do outreach programming.
LEN – Absent
LWM – Library budget approved with an increase to the book budget. Had Michigan Works do an Interview Workshop at the library. This might be a good program for the Cooperative to sponsor. Has anyone had to call Adult Protective Services? It was suggested to contact the police and let them make the determination on what action to take.
MPL – Friends group had a Spring Tea Fundraiser. Anchor Bay Art Show prize winners have their art displayed at the library. The city’s Farmers Market opened on Sunday, May 6.
MTC – Absent
RAY – Township is working on a six year plan to have new offices and move the library to their current office space. The Friends of the Library and Historical Society are having a Trunk to Treasures Community Yard Sale/Flea Market on Saturday, May 12. Getting ready for Summer Reading.
ROG – Absent
RSV – When cleaning, found file about the stackmover owned by SLC. It is currently stored at the Mount Clemens Library. Waiting for a start date for the new South Entrance Canopy. Trying something new for Summer Reading – offering two week Reading Book Camp. One week dedicated for kids from Kindergarten thru 1st Grade and One week dedicated for kids who have completed 2nd thru 3rd grades.
SCS – Talking to St. Clair County Library about the MILibraryCard program. Applying an orange sticker on childrens’s library cards after parent signs to allow the child to use unfiltered internet. Does anyone have a problem about SCS putting the orange sticker on another library’s card? It would only be used at the St. Clair Shores Library.
SBL – Talks/plan are ongoing about the new library. Created brouchures about the library and the services provided. Library will be closed May 31 for staff training. The morning session will be an active shooter training and the afternoon will be about sexual harassment and patron’s with physical/mental disabilities.
SHL – Met with Warren Consolidated School media specialists about the ConnectEd program. Have a meeting with the Warren Consolidated Board next week. Friends bookstore hosting weeklong customer appreciation week, May 14 – 20, with special sales, etc.

UPL – Getting ready for Summer Reading. Extra funding from library millage helping with building improvements. Mayor is allowing food trucks to use the library parking lot.
