CLL – Received a grant for the City’s Independence Festival. Having trouble with the RFID gates, check the settings. Working on training staff. Considering doing informal grant training. Working with the Historical Society to set up a non-profit. Met with representative from Jimmy John’s Field about their reading progam. 
CMM – Will reach 2 million in circulation next week. The deadline for the DSLRT survey is Dec. 1st. The next DSLRT meeting is in Howell.
EPL – Millage passed. New circulation person will be starting next week. Will also be hiring new librarian.
