IV. Macomb Literacy Partners
Alisa Diez from the Macomb Literacy Partners gave a brief overview of the services and programs they provide for literacy and English as a second language. She thanked the Cooperative and member libraries for support of their organization. 

      They received a $20,000 grant through “Reading Works” a metro Detroit program aimed at raising the level of adult 
      literacy. They also had a very successful fundraiser with a dinner cruise on the Infinity Yacht, in which 110 attended. Other  

      fundraisers/events are a book fair/gift wrap fundraiser to be held at Barnes & Noble in November, and the 3rd annual 

       Run2Read will be next June at Stony Creek. MLP’s annual meeting/open house will be next Thursday, October 18 at 10           a.m. at the Macomb Literacy offices. Alisa asked if libraries could also put a link on their websites to the Macomb Literacy 

      Partners website and to reach out to their Friends groups in the search for volunteer tutors.
V. Suburban Library Cooperative Business
A. Automation System
The migration to SaaS is on schedule. The system will be down November 12, 13, and back up on the 14. Portfolio is now on Enterprise. Amy is starting classes. Social Library is on library Facebook pages. Text messaging upgrade will be implemented after the SaaS migration. E-resource Central will be demonstrated at the next Shared Tech meeting. Information on Collection HQ, a company that helps libraries manage collections, was passed around. Tammy will get more information from them at the MLA Annual Conference in November. 
B. Future Library Card Purchases
Pricing and samples from three vendors for library cards were distributed. Dasher (used previously) was the most expensive, then Metcom (our current vendor) and Rainbow (least expensive and poorest quality). The Advisory Council through consensus decided to stay with our current vendor, Metcom. 


C. Mideastern Michigan Library Cooperative (MMLC) Performers Showcase

      Mideastern Michigan Library Cooperative is expanding their programming to a yearlong schedule. Libraries contract   

       with MMLC and they in turn negotiate with select performers on rates, contracts, and scheduling. The cost is $100 per         library for a one year contract. Libraries would like SLC to ask about discount for all to participate.
